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The modern ontological turn in social theory addresses the liminal categories of “social being” (The Other and The Stranger among them) which presupposes the agent in the core of the issue of action, the agent in his relation to the Other and the agent who often turns out and performs as Stranger. This reconsidering of the basic assumptions could produce presumably the kind of social ontology which is, in Ricoeur’s words “in harmony with the phenomenology of intention and epistemology of teleological causality”. The logic of inference from the Other as the most abstract, axiomatic (taken-for-granted) precondition of social order to the Stranger as a social type is traced in the paper through five iterations. If social ordering could be submitted through dichotomies, they can be then presented as continuities. Thus,"The Stranger" performs as the very opposite to fixity of the social order as a potential ordering of relations with "others" (using the dichotomy of the "friend / enemy," for example). "The Stranger," with its uncertainty makes actual  the category of "The Other" in the social ordering, filling it with content of "relationship", with the certain kind of ambivalence. "The Stranger" is  socially undefined and undefineable "Other",  "The Stranger" is  dynamic modification of the "Other", which allows to refer to the relationship  with "The Other" as the continuity.Locating the relations and interactions with the Other on the continuum (both -- in spatial and temporal dimensions) brings up the element of uncertainty to this relationship and modifies the Other into the Stranger (in its classical definition as the “unity of proximity and remoteness”), which, in turn, requires to redefine "social order "and to confirm its "reality”. 
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
